Course Synopsis:
Implant dentistry is continuously evolving into a more predictable form of therapy.  New and innovative techniques such as single tooth anterior protocols now allow for shorten treatment times with predictable survival and esthetic outcomes.  Concomitantly, these new techniques and therapies continue to raise questions and concerns regarding the pros and cons of each.  The question is when to employ the correct treatment at the appropriate time to achieve the most predictable results.  The most current research in this area will be presented as well as the latest techniques.

Secondly, a significant part of treatment therapy revolves around correction of esthetic defects due to poor treatment planning, placement, and abutment fabrication.
