Course Synopsis:
This presentation will present an evidence based assessment of the dental literature relating to many aspects of restorative dentistry for children, including the full coronal coverage of primary anterior teeth, e.g. the use of resin based composite strip crowns, open faced stainless steel crowns, and pre-veneered crowns.  It will discuss several published articles examining the durability and parental satisfaction with these restorations.  Additionally, this presentation will feature answers to Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) about esthetic dentistry in the primary dentition.  The five general topic areas include: Anterior esthetic full coverage restorations; posterior esthetic full coverage, anterior intra-coronal restorations, posterior intra-coronal restorations, and bonding considerations for primary teeth.
Many of the frequently asked questions about these topics will be answered, such as; What is the best way to restore badly broken down primary incisors?  Should I use a compomer, a conventional composite or a resin modified glass ionomer to restore Class II caries in primary molars? What is the best preparation design for Class III tooth colored restorations in primary incisors? and, What role can flowable composites play in restoring the primary dentition?

This practical and clinically oriented presentation will provide the clinician with the information s/he needs to increase their knowledge and success with traditional and esthetic restorations for young children.
