Course Synopsis:
Do porcelain veneers weaken teeth?; When should veneers be avoided?; Can teeth benefit from whitening before they are veneered?; Can veneers strengthen teeth that are worn, chipped or eroded?; Are pressed veneers better than feldspathic porcelain?; Are crowns stronger than veneers?; Should endodontically treated teeth be veneered?

These questions are among the many questions that dentist must be prepared to understand and answer.  The objective of this course is to take a clinical approach and familiarize the practitioner with all aspects of bonded porcelain restorations. This course will demonstrate that bonded porcelain restorations can be used not only to enhance the esthetic appearance of teeth, but they can be used therapeutically to regain the lost strength of teeth that have been weakened due to enamel loss.

This course will familiarize the practitioners with the most contemporary clinical knowledge that is “evidence based”, and available, with regards to bonded porcelain restorations.  The primary objective of the lecture will be to propose a treatment philosophy which respects the biomechanical properties of the teeth to be restored, while improving a patient’s smile.  Once the biomechanical considerations are understood the “Natural Beauty” of the smile merely becomes a “by-product” when teeth are healthy, in proper occlusion, position and proportion.  A “smile” can therefore be considered attractive when multiple factors such as, the optical properties of enamel and dentin, tooth size, tooth shape, tooth texture, and the three dimensional arrangement of the teeth is in harmony with respect to the lips and the face.  The second objective of the lecture will be to discuss these factors using clinical cases that are meticulously documented.
